Let’s Knit: A Beginner’s Class

In this comprehensive class, use a specific hat pattern to explore
casting on, ‘knit’ stitch on straight needles, knitting in the round,
counting, the purl stitch, casting off and working K2tog, SSK and
P2tog decreases. Demos include working in the round with double
pointed needles, leaving a tail of yarn, threading through it and
weaving in the ends. Blocking, binding off and measuring gauge are
also discussed. Each session includes practice time with individual
feedback from the instructor. At the conclusion of each session,
instructor will help participants choose their next project.
